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Announcing the Third Victorian Electric Foamy Pylon Racing Day
Sunday 1st May 2011

The Greensborough Model Aircraft Club (GMAC) and Australian Electric Flight Association (AEFA) are 
pleased to announce the third GMAC electric foamy model pylon racing event.  

For the newcomer, this is a chance to see and try what electric pylon is all about. It’s a friendly environment 
with the benefit of experienced flyers for coaching and advice. 

The objective is to complete as many laps of the oval course as possible in 4 minutes.  The course will be 
about 150 metres long with pylons at each end.  Up to four pilots fly in each heat and stand (with their call-
ers) outside the course, level with the pylon at one end of the course.  Lights at the far pylon will signal when 
a competitor’s aircraft has reached the far pylon and can turn back.  Callers watch for the light signal and 
help keep their pilot in the course.  They also keep track of the laps completed and ensure that their pilot’s 
aircraft does not turn short of the near pylon.

To maximise fun and safety there are a few constraints on what you can fly.  You need a commercial model 
of foam construction that has a pusher prop. It must not be too small and there is a battery limit too.  See the 
rules page for the details.  Examples of suitable models are the FunJet, Stryker, Komet and Wild Wing, but 
any other pusher, all-foam model can join in.

We plans to run two rounds, back to back, so it is essential that you have two batteries.  There will then be a 
break of about an hour for battery re-charging and general flying before another 2 rounds are flown.  If time 
permits, we may fly another round or two.  

Good steady flying can be more important than outright speed in this event.  You must be able to keep your 
model under control, fly the course and not over-fly pilots, officials or spectators.  

A small entry fee will cover costs.  There will be tea and coffee available through out the day and a pay as 
you go BBQ/sausage sizzle at lunchtime.  GMAC has great amenities; however, you should make your own 
arrangements for recharging batteries.  

All flyers must show current MAAA membership cards.  There is no need to pre-register but notifying any 
one of the contacts below of your plans to attend will be helpful to the organisers and much appreciated.

Be ready for a 10:00 am start, with wrap up around 2.00 pm.  Check the AEFA website on the day if bad 
weather makes the event look doubtful.  The GMAC flying site, is at Yarrambat Vic, Melway Ref 184 E4.

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DO YOU REMEMBER ???

The first time you saw a model aircraft fly, maybe twenty or thirty years ago for some of us and maybe 
twelve months ago for some of the youngsters. It was probably at that time the mystique of flight first 
attracted us, and we just had to have a go at it.

Your first motor that you flicked for hours at a time. You probably had a flat battery or a blown plug and 
nobody could afford a spare glowplug in those days. The “Cox Baby Bee” probably lost a lot of potential 
modelers to our hobby. In the hands of the inexperienced junior they either would not start, or would run 
in reverse, and if you bought a diesel you had two controls to get out of adjustment and you went home 
smelling of ether and kerosene.

How is your memory of your first flight in free flight when you sent the plane up with a full tank and it 
disappeared out of sight or more likely spiralled into the ground and wrote itself off? Your first flight may 
have been with a controliner that terminated its flight when you became dizzy or when you tried a 35 foot 
loop on 30 foot lines “KERUNCH…”  If you took up flying in the last five years or so the chances are your 
first flight was with a radio controlled plane. Remember how dry your mouth was on that first take off!!  
Some of our first “Landings” have been quite memorable also.

OF MOTORS & MUFFLERS
Who can remember those flying fields that do not exist now? How many of our club members can remember 
the 1953 Victorian Free Flight Championships that were held in Reservoir, in the vicinity of Broadhurst 
Avenue near High Street, when there was hardly a house in sight and motor noise was no problem?

In those days Vic Smeed’s Free Flight designs seemed to dominate the air, and they were usually powered by 
“Mills .75 Diesels” or “Small Frog Motors” which, for their day, were incredibly reliable.

On a Sunday morning with our planes strapped on our backs we would ride our push bikes five or six miles 
to the East Preston flying field (now Northland Shopping Centre), there the free flight models would be 
turned loose, and some would fly as far as the two-up school across Darebin Creek and we would get black 
looks from the participants; or if the wind blew in the opposite direction, the planes occasionally landed in 
the back yards of houses in East Preston.

And what about those first control liners we designed and built ourselves, some of the actually flew. The 
more affluent club members bought Hearn’s Hobbies kits such as the Flapjack and Lapmaster, and powered 
them with “Frog 500’s” without a muffler, I hasten to add there was no muffler rule then as most motors were 
supplied without them.

Can you imagine the racket an unmuffled “Frog 500” made when going full bore on a test rig in a closed 
garage? It really turned up the chooks in the fowl house on the adjacent fence to our garage.

This gives a new meaning to the phrase “KEEP ‘EM FLYING”.
